PREFACE

This Survey was carried out between 1980 and 1997 by members of the Yatton Local
History Society. This was part of a scheme started by the committee of the then Bristol
Archaeological Research Group, now named Bristol & Avon Archaeological Society.

The plan was for an amateur group in each parish to record all the sites of historical
and archaeological interest, past and present, which could be plotted on an Ordnance
Survey map. It was not to be a history of the parish. The reason for this plan was that
when the motorways were being built in the 1960s, archaeologists were obliged to hurry
ahead of the bulldozers to look up all the documents and maps of the areas about to be
destroyed, and to examine all the older houses for evidence of their date.

It was thought that it would be possible for a professional, working full-time, to
complete the work in each parish in a few months. One or two parishes have been
fortunate to have this specialised treatment. However it was thought that amateurs
would probably take several years and this was the case with the ancient parish of
Yatton which included Cleeve and East & West Hewish.

The Yatton Local History Society Records contain more information than can be
printed in this survey but the records are available for study. Corrections and further
information continue to be received, therefore some facts printed in this survey may
need to be corrected and any further information will be welcomed by the Society.

The earliest map of the whole parish of Yatton was printed about 1798 or 1799 and
this map has been used for the maps on pages 78-105. Houses built between 1799 and
1821 have been added, together with changes to the field boundaries between 1799
and 1821. All identified ponds in the parish have been added to the map in square
brackets. Each entry for houses built between 1821 and c.1900 has the 1799 field
number added in brackets after the Parish Survey Number. This will enable the field on
which the house was eventually built to be identified. The churchyards in the parish have
also been recorded but are not included in this volume. A list of all the field names in the
parish with their field number for identification can be purchased from the Society.

INTRODUCTION

This survey is intended to be a definitive reference book for the ancient parish of Yatton
and not a history; therefore it is not a replacement for A History of Yatton published by
the Society in 1991.

Yatton was one of the largest parishes in Somerset. In 1821, when undertaking their
Survey, Y. & J.P. Sturge said firhe extreme length of the Parish from the old windmill on
Cleeve Hill to the westward extremity of Hewish Farm is six miles. The extreme breadth
from Kenn River to James Chedzoy®& Paddock over Gang Wall is about fifty yards short
of three miles. The circumference of the Parish is twenty miles and three-quartersa

The simplified geological map (page iv), taken from A History of Yatton, illustrates the
reason for the shape of the village. The high ground of King& Wood, Cadbury Hill and
Top Scaur is formed of carboniferous limestone. Much of the parish common land
consisted of the areas of peat, and most settlement was on firm ground. High Street
went along a ridge as far as the present Kingston Bridge, with farms along it. The road
through Cleeve (now A370) ran at the foot of the limestone, while the present Weston
road from Congresbury to Hewish did not exist before the early 19th century. However
Phipps Bridge was an important river crossing.

There was a church in Yatton before the Conquest. John the Dane owned the manor
then, but in 1086 Giso, Bishop of Wells, held it from the King. In the 16th century the
manor came to the Crown, then to Richard Lewkenor, who sold it to Nicholas Stalling.
His wife® daughter by her previous marriage inherited and, as she had married John
Poulett, that family held most of the parish until about 1815-20. Thereafter the estate
was sold in various lots and this gave an opportunity for the new owners to build. A good
example of this is Claverham Road (or Yatton Lane) running at the foot of the limestone
hill. There were no houses in this road pre-1815 but in 1841 the tithe map shows
approximately 18 houses.

The survey provides a complete record of all known sites in the parish, including
buildings, boundaries, communications (rail, roads, tracks, bridges), commons, woods,
enclosures, earthworks, principal fields, industrial sites and water supplies. Information
has been gathered from various sources including records the Society has amassed
since its foundation in 1982, much recent fieldwork by members and information
supplied by many residents. However the final compilation has been done by Mary
Campbell, without whose industry and enthusiasm the survey would not have been
completed.
